In Asio you will see a division according to semester: autumn 2016 (6S) and spring 2017 (7K). Summer studies 2016 are under letter g)

4) In some courses the amount of participants is restricted. Some courses are specifically meant for certain year groups. Check the "NB" column! 

If participation is restricted and the course is already full when you enrol, your name will automatically go on the reserve list. 

If many students enrol for the same course several groups will be arranged. If not enough students enrol, the course will not begin at all.

5) All enrolments are binding! Therefore, please think carefully about the courses for which you would like to enrol!

Please do not enrol if you know that you will not be present at the time the course is arranged.
